     When school begins, many 
responsibilities are added to your 
child's life. Eventually, things fall 
through the cracks. Some kids are 
tempted to blame others. To help 
your child admit fault and learn from 
mistakes: 
 
Tell - don't ask. When you know your 
child has dropped the ball, don't give 
her the opportunity to shift blame. 
Instead of asking, "Did you study for 
this social studies test?" say, "I know 
you didn't prepare for your social 
studies test. The consequence is that 
you earned a D. From now on, 
please tell me when you have a test." 
 
Be understanding. Boost your child's 
confidence by complimenting good 
behavior and limiting criticism. Do 
not, however, make excuses.

As parents, we are naturally concerned with 
the health of our children. But, perhaps never in our role 
as “parent” have we been more aware of both the 
seasonal flu and H1N1 flu as this year – and with good 
reason. In June 2009, the Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention declared a world-wide pandemic 
following the spread of the H1N1 virus. Both national 
and local media attention have created a heightened 
awareness. 

That being said, it is important to remember 
that medical experts are telling us that the H1N1 virus is 
no more severe – and no less severe – than the seasonal 
flu. We must be prepared, but we must not panic.  

I want to assure you that the Sioux Falls 
School District is working closely with local and state 
medical professionals to prevent the spread of illness to 
the extent that it is possible. We are reminding students 
to cover their coughs, wash their hands regularly with 
soap and warm water and, if they are sick, to stay home 
for 24 hours after they are fever-free, without the use of 
fever-reducing medication. 

Using absence data from last year as a 
baseline, the Sioux Falls School District is tracking 
student illnesses in each building and across the District. 
That information, combined with weekly phone calls

School Attendance and the Flu Season 
and Falls Community Health regarding the demand on 
clinic capacity, will help us determine if/when a flu 
outbreak is happening in our community. 

If/When an outbreak happens, the School 
Board has granted me the authority to suspend and/or 
reinstate the illness documentation requirement of the 
Student Absence Policy. That means during that time 
any ill student can be kept at home to recover without 
the need for a doctor’s note to validate the absence as 
excused.  When the level of illness in the community 
returns within a normal range, I will reinstate the 
documentation requirement.  

Should this policy change be needed to help 
us get through a peak time of illness, parents/guardians 
will be notified via the Connect-Ed messaging service. 
When the documentation requirement is reinstated, 
parents/guardians will receive another call announcing 
that information.  

I want to thank you for your past support of 
the attendance policy. Last school year, students 
attended 13,498 more days of school than the year 
before. Student achievement increases with each day a 
child is in class.  Yet, ill students cannot learn.  As our 
community responds to this flu season, your public 
schools will be working with   parents/guardians to 
create the safest and healthiest learning environment 
possible.
